Computing: Draw a picture of a
castle using ‘Paint’ on the comput-
er. What colours will you use?

Maths: Watch Numberblocks (found on Cbee-
bies, YouTube, BBC iPlayer)- particularly epi-
sodes with numbers up to 20, halving, dou-
bling, more and less, counting in 2's, 5's, 10’s.
Look around the house and find 5 objects—
order them from longest to shortest.

Find different packets of food. Which one is the
heaviest/ lightest? Can you order them from
heaviest to lightest?

Go on a number hunt around the house. What
numbers can you find?

Geography: Find out some facts
about a castle anywhere in the

world. Was the castle used as a
home or as a means of protection?
What are the key features of the

Art: Using materials from around
your house or your garden create a col-
lage of a castle. Think about the colours
you will use— will you use all the same
colours? Or will you use different col-

ours?

DT: Using junk materials, build a cas-
tle! Think about how you will decorate
your castle. Can you use paint to add
