The Orchard — Booking and Costs

Should you need to use The Orchard, our before and after school club for your child, then you will need to register with our
booking system ‘Childcare Online Booking’ (COB). Visit https://the-grove-primary-school.childcare-online-booking.co.uk to
register your child/children. You can then log into your account, to book and pay for the sessions you require. All sessions
must be booked in advance. For further information about sessions and how to book, please contact the school office.

Charges

The session fees are as follows:

Breakfast Club £2.50
After school 3.15 - 5.00pm £6.00
After school 3.15 - 6.00pm £8.00

There will be an additional £2 charge per child for any session not booked in advance via the Childcare Online Booking System. The last
collection time is 18:00. There will be a charge of £3.00 for each 5 minutes a child is not collected after this time to contribute to the
overtime costs for staff.
